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House of Hattori
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The residence belonged to the Hattori fam-
ily, a shibori tie-dyeing wholesaler founded
in 1790. A storehouse for the raw materials,
the main building, and shoin-style reception
room remain, suggesting its prosperous
past. The frontage of the premise is the larg-
estin Arimatsu.
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The image of a typical shibori tie-dyeing
wholesaler remains as the residence has a
main building, mud wall storehouse, and a
storeroom. The first floor of the main build-
ing is decorated with a wooden lattice and

the second-floor wall is painted with black
plaster for a tasteful appearance.
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House of Takeda
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The residence is worth seeing as there is a
main building that has inherited the style of
the late Edo period (1603-1868) and there

remains a teahouse called Saishoan, which
the 14th shogun Tokugawa Iemochi is said to

have visited.
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The frontage of the main building is one of
the largest in Arimatsu. With hardly any re-
modeling, the building shows the character-
istics of the Edo period (1603-1868) shibori

tie-dyeing wholesaler. The building interior
is open for viewing on Saturdays and Sun-

days.
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
