In 2024, a new
children's plaza with large, comprehensive play equipment opened, and
renovation work is currently underway to make the park even more attractive.
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Agricultural center dela farm
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This is an agricultural park that opened in 1965 with the theme of “agriculture
and livestock farming”. The adult cow shed, which was renewed in 2024, is
equipped with the latest milking robots, allowing visitors to enjoy new livestock
farming scenes and experiences.

Its Western-style and Japanese-style buildings, which are full of Taisho
romanticism (a popular culture and style in the Taisho era), still remain today along with
a teahouse and two storehouses on the east and west sides. Stained glass is placed
throughout the Western-style building, and there is a cafe adjacent to the building today.

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This history museum tells the life stories of Toyotomi Hideyoshi and
Kato Kiyomasa, both Sengoku period generals from Nakamura Ward.
Temples related to Hideyoshi and Kiyomasa are located near the
park.
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This mountain retreat was built by the cotton cloth merchant
Ito Shinichi in the Taisho Era. It has a forest-and-lake
promenade Japanese garden that takes advantage of the
natural landscape, and is registered as a National Tangible
Cultural Property. The main building has a dignified drawing
room, Western-style parlor, and tea room, and it is used for tea
ceremonies, haiku gatherings, and other events.
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Nagoya City Miharashidai Archaeological Museum
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This is a museum on a moated settlement, Miharashidai
remains, from the Yayoi Era. The museum displays
earthenware such as items excavated by citizens.

Meanwhile, located in the Nagoya Station area is
Nagono Campus, which is positioned as a training hub for
start-up companies. Utilizing these two facilities, we provide
support for the development of innovation and start-ups.

In addition to
manufacturing components for commercial aircraft, many
companies are also involved in the manufacturing and
assembly of engine parts for Japan’s primary large launch
vehicle, the H-I1A Launch Vehicle, which was operated for 24
years, as well as for the new core rocket, the H3 Launch Vehicle.
