In 1907, it was determined that Nagoya should have a logo.
After considering designs requested from a variety of areas, the
above logo was approved during a City Assembly meeting in
October of the same year. Used as the tally seal by the Owari
Tokugawa family, it is referred to as the Maru ni Hachi no Ji, or
the Circle Eight Character.

Nagoya is located in the center of the main island of Japan, and is
the central city of politics, economics and culture in the Chubu area.
The history and culture such as Atsuta Shrine, Three Heroes which
includes Oda Nobunaga, Toyotomi Hideyoshi and Tokugawa leyasu,
and Owari-Tokugawa family, are the foundation of attraction and
vitality in Nagoya. Nagoya plays an important role in Japanese
industries, developing many manufacturing industries such as
ceramics, fabrics, automobiles, aircraft, etc.

The lion and the castle in the bottom right are from the Arms of
Spain and represent Los Angeles under Spanish rule from 1542
to 1821. The eagle holding the serpent in the bottom left is from
the Arms of Mexico and represents Los Angeles under Mexican
rule from 1822-1846. The Bear Flag in the upper right shows the
California Republic of 1846. The Stars and Stripes in the upper
left indicate Los Angeles as an American city. The olives, grapes
and oranges are reminders that Los Angeles is a garden commu-
nity. The rosary around the seal represents the part played by
the Mission Padres in the early years of Los Angeles.

The City of Entertainment Sister City Los Angeles

Located in southern California, Los Angeles is the second most populous city
in the United States, after New York. Its present name derives from the initial
name given by a Spanish governor who came to the country in the 18th
century and taken from the Virgin Mary, "El Pueblo de Nuestra Senora la Reina
de los Angeles de Porciuncula” (The Village of Our Lady, the Queen of the
Angels of Porciuncula”).

As Hollywood is the first thing to think of Los Angeles for most people, filming is
the main industry of the city with many movie studios contained. The city is full
of entertainment including music, theater acts, show business, arts and sports.
Los Angeles is also a melting pot with people from more than 140 countries
with 90 languages, which creates new cultures building Los Angeles, today.
Los Angles is the leading center of new cultures.

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1. Geography and Climate

Los Angeles City is located in the southern part of the State of California (State Capital,
Sacramento), in the county of Los Angeles. The coastal climate is subtropical, and the
inland climate is high-altitude arid.

2. History

The first settlers of the City of Los Angeles consisted of 44 individuals. The ceremonies
founding the City took place on September 4, 1781. At that time, Colonel Felipe De Neve,
who was then Governor of the Spanish Province of Alta California, officially applied the
name “El Pueblo de la Reina de Los Angeles” or “The Town of the Queen of the Angeles.”
After Mexico gained its independence from Spain in 1821, Los Angeles became a territory of
Mexico. As a result of Mexico's defeat in the Mexican-American War (1846-48), California,
including Los Angeles, was turned over to the United States with the signing of the Treaty
of Guadalupe Hidalgo. The City of Los Angeles was incorporated on April 4, 1850. At that
time, according to the US Census, it had a population of 1,610 and covered an area of 28
square miles (approx. 72km?2). It did not have a graded street, a sidewalk, a water system,
lights, nor even a single public building of its own. However, together with the gold rush, the
success of orange cultivation, the discovery of oil fields, and development of the film
industry, Los Angeles grew to become America’s second largest city after New York.

3. Municipal Organization

The basic law of the government of the City of Los Angeles is found in the City Charter, first
adopted by a vote of the people in 1924, effective July 1, 1925, and subsequently amended
from time to time. In 1999, the voters approved a new City Charter that addresses
government in this new century. The Charter provides for a mayor-council type of
municipal system, the Mayor being the executive branch and the Council the legislative.
The governmental machinery consists of approximately 40 departments and bureaus
which are headed by General Managers or advisory or controlling Boards or Commissions
appointed by the Mayor subject to confirmation of the Council. The Board of Public Works
is the only full-time board.

4. Education

Education, separate from general local government, is administered by the Los Angeles
Unified School District under the supervision of the Los Angeles County Office of Education.
The Los Angeles Unified School District, the second largest in the nation, supports 1,386
schools and approximately 600,000 enrolled students. The seven board members,
representing each trustee area of the Los Angeles Unified School District, govern education.
In addition there are many more pupils who attend private and parochial school. The higher
education system includes famous universities such as the University of California at Los
Angeles and the University of Southern California.

5. Culture, Arts and Entertainment

The Los Angeles Public Library is composed of the Central Library and 72 branch libraries. Its
annual circulation is over fifteen million. Los Angeles is enriched with museums and art
museums such as the Museum of Contemporary Art, the Los Angeles County Museum of
Art, the J. Paul Getty Museum, and the Japan American National Museum. Movies are
representative of Los Angeles culture, and in addition, every genre of music from classic to
rock, as well as plays, ballet, opera, musicals, etc. make Los Angeles a city flowing with
entertainment. Located in the suburbs of Los Angeles are the world famous Disneyland,
Universal Studios and Knotts Berry Farm amusement parks that attract visitors both
nationally and internationally.

6. Population and Ethnicity

The estimated population of Los Angeles of 2018 was 3,990,456. A national census in the
US is conducted only once every 10 years, so approximate estimates are issued for the
intermediary periods. The population as per the 2010 census was 3,792,621, Ethnic
Composition is as shown in the following table:

As you can see from this table, many different ethnicities from around the world have
settled in Los Angeles. The Japanese- American population holds the “Nisei Week
Japanese Festival” every summer in Little Tokyo, the Japanese district of Los Angeles.

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The Lead Up to Affiliation

1957

April

An inquiry was received from the United States Information Service
(USIS) of the US Consulate in Nagoya as to whether or not the City of
Nagoya held the intention of forming an affiliation with an American city.

October

A letter of interest in forming a ‘Town Affiliation” with Nagoya was
received from Portland City, Oregon just before the Director-
General of the City of Nagoya’s Finance Bureau, Mr. Saito, and
Chairman of the Nagoya City Assembly, Mr. Kondo, were Leaving
Nagoya to attend the Japan-American Pacific Coast Area Confer-
ence of Mayors and Chamber of Commerce Presidents in San Diego.

November 26
A formal letter of request addressed to Mayor Kobayashi to establish a
‘Town Affiliation” with Nagoya was received from the Mayor of Portland.

December 27

An interim letter was sent to the Mayor of Portland from Mayor
Kobayashi stating that Portland’s request to become sister cities
was under consideration.

1958

January 13

The result of a Nagoya City Chamber of Commerce and Industry Board
of Executives meeting, and of talks between members of the Nagoya
City Assembly and directors of the City of Nagoya was as follows: “Los
Angeles, the largest industrial city on the US west coast, is famed for its
excellent large harbor. Also, being a young city showing the promise of
future development, Los Angeles’ status and characteristics are similar
to that of Nagoya.” From this point of view, it was concluded that Los
Angeles would be the most fitting candidate as a sister city for Nagoya.
The directors of the City of Nagoya received consent from a general
meeting of the City Assembly to commence procedures towards
forming an affiliation with Los Angeles.

February 1

Notice (dated January 27) addressed to the Director-General of the
City Finance Bureau, Mr. Saito, was received from the Japanese
Consul-General in Los Angeles, Mr. Nakamura, stating that the Mayor
of Los Angeles was not against the request, but that a group within
the Port of Los Angeles Board of Harbor Commissioners held the
opinion that Los Angeles should maintain its neutral position.

February 28
A formal request from the Mayor of Nagoya was made to Consul-
General Mr. Nakamura asking him to mediate affiliation negotiations.

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March 20

Based on a decision taken by the International Committee of the
Nagoya Chamber of Commerce and Industry, a formal request to
establish affiliations with Los Angeles was sent from its President to the
President of the Los Angeles Chamber of Commerce.

March 26

A letter addressed to the Director-General of the City Finance Bureau, Mr.
Saito, was received from the Japanese Consul-General in Los Angeles, Mr.
Nakamura, stating there had been a change in opinion and that the Port of
Los Angeles Board of Harbor Commissioners had approved the proposal.

May 10—11

A request was made to Mr. Armstrong, Manager of the US Exhibit of the Osaka
International Trade Fair and also former director of the Los Angeles Chamber of
Commerce, to mediate affiliation negotiations during his visit to Nagoya.

June 19

Whilst in America, Chairman of the International Committee of the Nagoya
Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Mr. Saeki, conducted discussions with
the City of Los Angeles and the Los Angeles Chamber of Commerce. These
talks resulted in a promise by Los Angeles to send a definite reply.

September 19

Mr. Fujikawa, Nagoya City Fire Commissioner, who was in Los Angeles to attend
the International Conference of Fire Chiefs, paid visits to the City of Los Angeles,
the Port of Los Angeles Board of Harbor Commissioners, and the Los Angeles
Chamber of Commerce to conduct talks to further promote the affiliation.

September 22

A letter was received from the president of the Los Angeles Chamber of
Commerce addressed to Mayor Kobayashi saying that he had met and
talked with Mr. Fujikawa, Nagoya City Fire Commissioner, and that it was
difficult to change Los Angeles’ neutral position, but promised to
discuss the matter further with the Mayor of Los Angeles.

October 29

In the process of being transferred to the Ministry of State, former
Nagoya US Consul and Economic Officer, Mr. Johnson, met with the
President and other directors of the Los Angeles Chamber of Commerce
to discuss the affiliation process.

1959

February 5

Letters of notice ware sent to the Mayor of Los Angeles, President of
the Port of Los Angeles Board of Harbor Commissioners, President of
the Los Angeles Chamber of Commerce, and Executive Director of the
California International Trade Fair and Industrial Exposition from Mayor
Kobayashi stating that during his stay in the US to attend the California
International Trade Fair and Industrial Exposition he would be visiting
the City of Los Angeles to promote goodwiill relations.

March 31

Headed by Mayor Kobayashi, a goodwill mission consisting of 11
members visited Los Angeles. At 10:00 am on March 31 (3:00 am
April 1, Japan time) a decision was taken in the Los Angeles City
Council to establish a sister city affiliation with Nagoya. At the same
time, a sister relationship was established between the ports of
Nagoya and Los Angeles.

The Los Angeles-Nagoya Sister City Affiliation (LANSCA) is a
self-supporting, 501 (c) (3) Non-profit organization staffed entirely by
volunteers to assist the City of Los Angeles and the Mayor of Los
Angeles in the many activities and functions which surround its sister
city relationship with Nagoya, Japan. LANSCA comes within the
umbrella of Sister Cities of Los Angeles, Inc. Nagoya was the first of the
current 25 active sister cities of Los Angeles. LANSCA has been
successfully operating annual and one-time programs promoting
international goodwill between the United States of America and
Japan since its formation.

Its History

The cities of Los Angeles and Nagoya became sister cities on April 1,
1959 (March 31, 1959 in Los Angeles) —the first such relationship for
each city—under the stimulus of President Eisenhower’s
People-to-People Program. At the outset, the sister city organization
on the Los Angeles side initially consisted of a committee of a small
number of interested citizens without formal structure. Robert
Wilkinson with the Port of Los Angeles became the first Chairman of
this committee. The relationship was first tested in September 1959
when Nagoya was devastated by the Ise Bay typhoon. In response
Los Angeles and local community organizations, especially the
Japanese-American community centered in Little Tokyo, quickly
collected and shipped tons of relief supplies to the citizens of Nagoya.
(Years later, the City of Nagoya responded with equal generosity to
the devastation suffered by Los Angeles in the Northridge Earthquake
of 1994.) Once the sister city relationship was well established, citizens
of Los Angeles formally created the Los Angeles-Nagoya Sister City
Committee on March 21, 1963 and then the Los Angeles-Nagoya
Sister City Affiliation (or “LANSCA” as it is usually called) as a non-profit
corporation in 1965.

Its Activities

Over the 60 years of the sister city relationship, there have been
numerous exchanges—of official city flowers, zoo animals, children’s
art, library materials, museum exhibits, baseball and soccer teams,
marathon runners, and so forth. In addition, there is an annual student
exchange program for high school students, and Nagoya has been
hiring teachers from the Los Angeles Unified School District to teach
English in its high schools continuously since 1984. The relationship has
promoted business relations too, including the Central Japan Tourism
Promotion Seminar held on August 11, 2016, the Explore Nagoya and
Central Japan 2017 dinner event on November 1, 2017, Leisure, Travel
and Business Opportunities in Nagoya and Central Japan on March 22,
2018, and the “Explore Nagoya 2019” all-day event on March 25, 2019,
all of which events were held at prominent locations in the
Los Angeles area to promote the business, travel, and
tourism opportunities in Nagoya and surrounding region.
Finally, to bring the unique culture of Nagoya to Los
Angeles, LANSCA joined with the City of Nagoya to hold
two “Nagoya Day” events at large public venues in Los
Angeles to celebrate the 55th and 60th anniversaries of
the sister city relationship in 2014 and 2019 respectively.

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Nisei Week Japanese Festival
and Nisei Week Queen

Every summer in the Little Tokyo district of Los Angeles, a
large-scale festival entitled the Nisei Week Japanese Festival is held.
The festival's major event is the Nisei Week Parade, a parade that
marches around the district of Little Tokyo.

Not only the local Nisei population, but also from many groups
from Japan participate in the event. Over the duration of the
festival, there are a great many events and exhibitions held,
including the Coronation Ball, where the Nisei Week Queen is
crowned.

The Nisei Week Foundation was established in 1999 as a 501(c)(3)
nonprofit organization to oversee and organize the Nisei Week
Japanese Festival. The Foundation's mission is to promote
Japanese and Japanese American heritage and traditions while
bringing together the diverse communities of Southern California
through arts and cultural education. It does this by producing the
Nisei Week Japanese Festival, a nine-day event that is the longest
running ethnic festival in the United States.

The Festival was established by the Nisei in 1934 during the Great
Depression.

It was originally created to attract business to Little Tokyo area and
to promote goodwill. A Queen Pageant was added in 1935 with
Alice Watanabe as the first Nisei Week Queen. The Festival
continued for only seven years before World War Il intervened
and Japanese Americans were incarcerated for the duration of the
war in U.S. concentration camps located in remote areas of the
United States. In 1945, Japanese Americans began to return to Los
Angeles, but it was not until 1949 that the community was able to
restart Nisei Week.

With the Foundation's leadership and through solid support from
local businesses and corporations and growing number of
Japanese firms doing business in the U.S., the Nisei Week Japanese
Festival has grown in size and scope into one of the most
recognized ethnic festivals in the United States today.

High School Student Exchange Program

The “High School Student Exchange Program “ has deepened
understanding between high school students from Nagoya and
Los Angeles, and achieved remarkable results in promoting
mutual understanding and goodwill through homestay and
other activities. Plans for the “ High School Student Exchange
Program “ were drawn up in the summer of the year of affiliation
(1959), and during the general meeting that established the
Nagoya-Los Angeles Sister City Committee, it was decided to
implement the program the following fiscal year. The secretariat
hastily polished their plans by studying examples of exchange
between other cities. Soon after submission of their proposal to
Los Angeles, in February of the following year (1960) an
affirmative response was gained and the two sides quickly came
to an agreement on details. In summer that year the first
exchange took place. With the exception of cancellations in 1967,
as well as in the preceding year to and the year of the 1984 Los
Angeles Olympic Games, the annual exchange of high school
students has continually taken place over the past 40 years. The
project has benefited from the cooperation of a great number of
people. On the Los Angeles side in particular, centered on
LANSCA, the donations and goodwill of the people has enabled
this program to take place.

The names of participants on the “ High School Student Exchange
Program “ to date are as detailed in the table to the right.

High School Student Exchange Program

Every year from the end of November to the start of December
the ‘Siste Cities Children’s Art Exhibishon’ is held in the Nagoya
City Museum. The ‘Children’ s Art Exhibishon’ was established in
1979, commemorating International Children’s Year, by adding
displays of pieces of art by the children of Los Angeles and
Nagoya's other sister cities to the exhibitions being held of work
by elememtary school pupils in Nagoya.

Every year, pieces of art by the children of Nagoya are sent to
Nagoya’s sister cities for display. In the case of Los Angeles, the
venues are children's hospitals, schools, and libraries, etc.
