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YAMANAKA Chiruu (1905 — 1977/ Genre ; Poets, Promoter)

As a teenager, he submitted poems to Nagoya's influential fanzine, "Acki Kishi." In 1929, he founded the
avant-garde poetry magazine "Ciné" (with fellow contributors Ueda Toshio, Orito Horio, and Kitazono Katsue).
Through direct contact with French surrealists such as Fluard and Breton, he promoted the Surrealist movement
in Japan and became internationally known.

The "A Concise Dictionary of Surrealism," published in France before the war, describes him as "a surrealist poet
and novelist, and a promoter of the movement in Japan."
