This map shows the seismic intensity and liquefaction potential in 
various areas of the city based on the damage we could expect 
in case a Nankai Trough earthquake occurs. The expected 
damage was announced by the city in February 2014.

In Nankai trough we assume the largest class earthquake 
considering various possibilists as an earthquake that would 
cause enormous damages should it happen, although the 
probability of the occurrence is as extremely low as once in 
1000 years or less.
