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Constructed as a villa for Matsu-
zakaya's first president, Ito Jiro-
zaemon Suketami, Yokiso hosted
garden parties for celebrities from

various fields. Currently, five of
the buildings are tangible cultural
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Designed by an architect who
has worked on many modern
buildings in Nagoya, the prop-
erty is one of the first rein-
forced concrete structures that
currently exist in Nagoya. The
building currently serves as a
high-class Asian restaurant.
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The former No. 1 pumping sta-
tion with impressive red bricks
in the Nabeya-Ueno Water Puri-
fication Plant completed in 1914
was in operation until 1992. The
gorgeous decorations around

the windows and pillars are im-
pressive.
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interior is beautifully decorated with mosaic
tile floors and ceiling reliefs. The guest seats
of the large hall have been reprinted with the
pre-War design.
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The lock gate was constructed
to allow boats to navigate the
different water levels of the Hori
River and Nakagawa Canal. It is
preserved due to the strong de-
mands of the citizens who adore
the European design.
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The water fountain tower is
the familiar symbol of Tsuruma
Park. Tuscan columns from an-
cient Greek architecture tower

gracefully in the pond surround-
ed by boulders.
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
