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The factory that was remodeled
with brickwork from 1914 is pre-
served as a facility to introduce
the history of the Toyota Group.
From the Garden of Motive Power,

you can see the building with the
unique saw-toothed roof.
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Noritake Garden
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The red brick building of the Noritake Garden is
an old ceramics factory built in 1904 and the only
building that remains since the property’s estab-
lishment. Trees and flowers are planted inside the

garden so that you can relax in the natural sur-
roundings as you view the building.
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
