Declaration by the leading Local Governments from China, ROK, and
Japan towards achieving sustainability.

<Preamble>

The world is facing triple planetary crisis. From the global climate emergency to biodiversity loss and
pollution, our human activities are drastically changing the earth environment and the consequences
can be felt in every corner of the globe.

At the same time, world is increasingly urbanizing, and both, the United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) and the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD), have
recognized the importance of local governments and how multilevel collaboration will contribute to
the achievement of the goals identified in the conventions as local governments have the potential
to implement innovative urban development approaches and create tangible improvements to
address these challenges.

Since its creation, the Tripartite Environment Ministers Meeting among China, ROK and Japan
(TEMM) has played as an effective high-level regional environmental cooperation mechanism
addressing common challenges and interests on the environment, and in 2021, the Tripartite Joint
Action Plan on Environment Cooperation 2021-2025 (the Third TJAP) were agreed aiming to
increase cooperation in the region.

<Declaration>
We, the leading local governments from China, ROK, and Japan declare the following;

1. We recognize the significant role that the local governments can play in addressing the global
climate and biodiversity loss crisis and hereby commit to proactively engage in addressing these
issues based on the international agreements under the UNFCCC and the CBD.

2. We recognize that local governments play critical role in implementing the policies and projects
to achieve the 3R/Circular Economy/Zero Waste City goals that is identified as one of the priority
areas of the Third TJAP (Tripartite Joint Action Plan on Environmental Cooperation).

3.  We commit to proactively engage with other local governments within the region to facilitate
local actions on sustainability under the basis of mutual respects, mutual benefits, and available
resources and respect one another’s difference in the stage of development.

We commit to proactively engage in discussions to achieve the Third TJAP and also to contribute
in sharing the experiences with the relevant stakeholders, whenever appropriate decided by the
three governments.
