It
offers opportunities to encounter migratory birds and the natural environment of the tidal flat in the metropolitan area. It was registered as

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Nagoya West Forest Development
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Todagawa Green Plaza is located between Nakagawa Ward
and Minato Ward. Citizens and corporations collaborated with
the city to plant saplings in the 42,900 square meter grounds,

creating the Nagoya West Forest. We care for the planted trees
to pass on this verdant forest to the next generation.
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Nakagawa Canal Redevelopment & MAP-®
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The canal, which was once called “the largest canal in the
East,” helped to develop the economy and industry in Nagoya
by playing a leading role in water transportation since the
early Showa era. At present, we are carrying out a revitalization

project by utilizing the vast waterfront area. We have built
shops and conduct various activities and art shows there.
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The entire town of Kiyosu was moved
to Nagoya in the famous “Kiyosu
Transfer” to found Nagoya Castle and
its town in the early Edo Period. They
were burned to the ground during
World War I1, but the grid layout of the
streets was used to accomplish a
restoration looking toward Nagoya’s
future development in disaster
prevention, transportation, scenery,
and architecture. These historical
roads have given birth to today’s
appealing, lively metropolis of Nagoya.

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Nagoya Expressway opened for initial service in 1979, and the full
extension of 81.2 km opened on November 23, 2013. The roads
radiating out from the central Nagoya Expressway Ring Route connect
to Nagoya Daini Kanjo Expressway, Tomei Expressway, and Meishin
Expressway, forming the motorway network for the Nagoya urban
area.
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The subway is a fast, punctual, high-volume public transportation

system. It is composed of a 6-line 93.3 km network, and plays a
core role in city transportation.
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This is the only maglev in Japan, known as a “linear motor car” in
Japanese, and it connects Fujigaoka, Meito Ward, Nagoya with

Yakusa-cho, Toyota. It provided access to the venue for Expo 2005. It
is an environmentally friendly and comfortable ride.
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The city bus, utilizing its mobility, operates on its detailed network

of 164 routes covering 763.4 km to support the daily life of the
citizens.
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This line uses a new transportation system in which buses are
equipped with guidance devices that allow them to travel on an
elevated dedicated segment. Guide wheels allow them to travel on
ordinary roads without requiring passengers to transfer.
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The Cruise Nagoya travels the Nakagawa Canal to connect

Sasashima Live 24, minato AQULS, Garden Pier, and Kinjo Pier,
offering a pleasant excursion of the port area.
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Horikawa River ¢ MAP - ®
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Dug in 1610 along with the construction of Nagoya Castle. The
Nayabashi area was lined with merchant warehouses, and a large
volume of rice, marine products, and lumber was unloaded at
Horikawa River, contributing to Nagoya’s prosperity. Today,
Horikawa River is an urban waterside space that provides
relaxation for everyone.
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Chubu Centrair International Airport
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The Chubu Centrair International Airport opened in February 2005.
With a runway 3,500 meters long, this airport is one of the top
international airports in Japan, along with Narita Airport and Kansai
International Airport. Planes take off and land all day long. It takes
30-40 minutes to get to Nagoya city by train or car. Recognized for
its convenient location and excellent hospitality, the airport
continues to be developed as a gateway to the central area of Japan.
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Aonami Line
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This railway connects Nagoya Station to Kinjo-futo
Station in about 24 minutes. Portmesse Nagoya (Nagoya
International Exhibition Hall) and LEGOLAND® Japan
are located at the terminal station, while intermediate
stations feature Fujimae Tidal Flat, which is registered
as a Ramsar Site, and the Nagoya City Bird-Watching
House, where visitors can view waterfowl that gather at
the tidal flat.

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Safe and Good tasting Tap Water
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Nagoya provides safe and good tasting tap water sourced from the clear and bountiful Kiso River. Initiatives
are underway in collaboration with local governments in the Kiso River watershed to continue to benefit from
this high-quality water source long into the future. In addition, the city has been promoting the installation of

the permanent water coolers “Kinkosui” which are directly connected to tap water, at tourist facilities, etc.,
aiming at providing more opportunities for people to drink Nagoya’s cold tap water directly.

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The Waterworks & Sewerage Bureau creates
aluminum bottles of Nagoya tap water and hands

them out at events to publicize Nagoya’s good
tasting tap water.
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Waterworks and Sewerage International Cooperation
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Since 1978, Nagoya has dispatched staff overseas and received overseas
trainees in collaboration with the Japan International Cooperation Agency
(JICA) and other organizations to resolve water issues in developing countries.
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
