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It is an ambulance team under the direct control of the headquarters that is dispatched upon the
occurrence of specific disasters, in addition to general dispatch purposes, such as illness and injury.
“MEDIC ONE NAGOYA” has Kabuki kumadori motifs with Nagoya Castle, a symbol of Nagoya, on the
front and a large golden shachi on the rear. With respect to “Blue EIGHT,” its main color is blue, which
resembles the blue sky because it is active during the daytime. The front is decorated with the Nagoya City
Fire Department logo, the motif of the fireproof hat used by firefighters, and a sun design is on the rear.
*“MEDIC ONE NAGOYA” and “Blue EIGHT” are the nicknames for the headquarters ambulance service team.

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Residents participate in flood fighting drills, and fire corps hold water rescue drills based on a scenario of flooding or landslides due to
typhoons or torrential rain.
